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Langs het Oppad zijn de bramen in de loop der tijd bijna allemaal ver-
dwenen, net zoals overigens in de rest van de Kortenhoefse polder. Zo 
heel af en toe kom je nog een bramenzoeker tegen. Een vergelijking met 
vroeger is echter niet meer te maken. Toen trokken er dag in dag uit vele 
dorpsgenoten lopend of met hun roeiboot de polder in om er met emmers 
vol bramen uit terug te keren. Op je vraag of er nog bramen in de polder 
waren kreeg je steevast een terughoudend antwoord. Je werd er nooit wij-
zer van, want het was altijd een te nat of te droog jaar geweest en dus 
geen goed bramenjaar. Men probeerde je gewoon om de tuin te leiden. 
Maar, was het echt een keer een slecht bramenjaar, dan ging er onderin de 
emmer eerst een dot gras om vervolgens de emmer `vol' te zoeken met 
bramen. Als een lopend vuurtje ging er dan door het dorp dat Jan Hen-
driks toch nog met een emmer vol bramen uit de polder was gekomen. En 
dat terwijl heel Kortenhoef ze niet kon vinden. Dat waren nog eens leuke 
tijden !
